This Blower Kit is tested and safe when installed in accordance with these installation instructions. It is your re-
sponsibility to read all instructions and consult the Owner’s Installation Manual for your particular model number
for Supplemental Information before starting installation. Blower operates on 120V/60Hz power.

Make sure nothing was damaged in shipment.

Step 1: Turn Off Fireplace and allow it to cool
down. Disconnect from 120V Power. Shut off Step 2: Insert fans into the lower vent space: position
the Gas supply, if applicable. them side by side blowing up as seen in Figure: 2.
Remove the louver which covers the lower
vent space below the firebox. There are 4 bolts attached to the floorpan which fit
into the notches on the blowers mounting bracket.
Locate short power cord on one blower and Secure 7/16 nuts included, onto the 4 bolts.
insert plastic connector into 2nd blower. (Figure: 2)

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Step 3: Attached the magnetic Thermodisc / Heat Sensor to the underside of the firebox, the magnets
will hold it in place. The silver metal disc must be touching the metal underside of the firebox. (Figure: 2)
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Finishing Steps: Plug power cord into junction box. (Figure: 2) If Appliance is connected to 120 Volt
Power, turn it back on.
